UPSILON STATE STANDING RULES

           The Upsilon State Bylaws contain the basic structure and manner of operation for Upsilon State.  The Standing Rules contain the details for the administration of the state organization.

          The Standing Rules have been written to correspond with the Upsilon State Bylaws for ease in interpretation.  Any article or section without additional explanatory material in these Rules is covered in detail in the Constitution, the International Standing Rules, the Upsilon State Bylaws, or the Handbook.

ARTICLE I:    NAME and INSIGNIA

ARTICLE II:  OBJECT AND MISSION STATEMENT

ARTICLE III:   MEMBERSHIP

Section l. Society Jewelry

A. Reclaimed key pins may be sold to members who have lost their key pins.

B. Reclaimed pins of State Founders shall be preserved in the state archives.

C. Reclaimed state presidents’ pins may, upon approval of the Executive Board, be reissued to a state president or be sold to a past president of Upsilon State who has lost her pin.

D. The sale price of reclaimed key pins and presidents’ pins shall be fifty per cent (50%) of the current price.

Section 2. Historical Materials

A. Upsilon State shall maintain a collection of state archives and other historical materials.  The collection shall include the Upsilon State News Bulletin, state directories, state histories, state convention programs, memorial service booklets, photographs, and other materials of historical significance.

B. State Founders’ and past state presidents’ awards and other significant memorabilia, which are returned to the state organization, shall be preserved.

C. Maintenance and current inventory of these historical materials shall be the responsibility of the state president, who may designate someone to assist her.

D. A current list of state historical materials and their location shall be kept in the files of the state president, the state secretary, and the state historian.

ARTICLE IV: FINANCE

Section l. Dues and Fees

A. Annual state dues shall be fifteen dollars ($15.00) for active members and ten dollars ($10.00) for reserve members.

B. An annual scholarship fee of one dollar ($l.00) shall be paid by each active and reserve member, except for those who have paid dues for life.
C. State dues may be changed in accordance with Article XIII, Section 6 of the State Bylaws.

Section 2. Round trip mileage, as allowed by the Upsilon State Standing Rules, shall be paid at the rate of twenty-five cents ($.25) per mile.

Section 3. A Financial Review Committee of three members appointed by the president shall be allowed expenses for a maximum of two days to review the books of the state treasurer.  Expenses allowed shall include meals, lodging, and round-trip mileage.

ARTICLE V: ORGANIZATION

Section l. Upsilon State shall supply each chapter with a copy of the State Directory, Upsilon State Bylaws, the Upsilon State Standing Rules, and the state organization map.

Section 2. Expansion

                 A. The state organizer shall assume all responsibilities of organization specified in the current Handbook, including the following:

(l.) Ordering materials as specified in the Handbook.

(2.) Conducting one orientation meeting with prospective members.

(3.) Arranging for and conducting the initiation and installation.

(4.) Holding one post-installation meeting, if necessary.

B. The sponsoring chapter(s) shall assist the state organizer in making local arrangements.  The sponsor(s) shall also assume a portion of the expenses of initiation and installation as determined by the sponsors, organizer, state president, and state treasurer.

C. The state organization shall assume the following expenses:

(l.) Purchase of necessary materials.

(2.) Reimbursement for round-trip mileage, lodging, and meals for the state president or her designee.

(3.) Reimbursement for round-trip mileage, lodging, meals, postage, telephone, and other expenses incurred by the organizer.

(4.) Reimbursement for round-trip mileage and lodging for the state treasurer.

(5.) Reimbursement for round-trip mileage for the state membership chairman and state music representative.

D. Expenses of organization shall not be assumed by the new chapter.

E. Other state officers and state committee chairmen may be invited to attend the initiation and installation at their own expense.

Section 3. Coordinating Councils shall be organized according to the Upsilon State Bylaws, Article V, Section 3, and are mandated for the following chapters:

A. Alpha and Alpha Eta 

B. Beta and Beta Iota 

C. Epsilon, Tau, and Alpha Mu 

D. Eta, Psi, and Beta Gamma

E.    Kappa and Alpha Omega

F.    Xi and Beta Omicron

ARTICLE VI:  OFFICERS AND RELATED PERSONNEL

Section l. Expenses of Attending International, Regional, and State Meetings

A. International Convention

      (l.) The president, first vice-president, second vice-president, and treasurer shall each receive $400.

(2.) The secretary and parliamentarian shall each receive $300.

(3.) Each shall notify the state president and the state treasurer of her intent to attend the International Convention.

(4.) A hospitality allotment, not exceeding $200, shall be allowed for hosting a meeting of Iowans attending the convention.

B. Northwest Regional Conference

(l.) The president, first vice-president, second vice-president, treasurer, and immediate past president shall each receive $400.

(2.) The secretary and parliamentarian shall each receive $300.

(3.) Each shall notify the state president and the state treasurer of her intent to attend the Northwest Regional Conference.

(4.) A hospitality allotment, not exceeding $200, shall be allowed for hosting a meeting of Iowans attending the conference.

C. State Meetings (Convention, Executive Board)

(l.) The president shall receive round-trip mileage, lodging (if not complimentary), and convention meals.

(2.) The first vice-president, second vice-president, treasurer, parliamentarian, secretary, and immediate past president shall receive round-trip mileage and lodging at the rate of 1/2 double occupancy.

Section 2. Expenses of Office

  A. President 

(l.) The president shall be reimbursed for telephone calls, postage, and supplies needed to fulfill the duties of her office.

(2.) Round-trip mileage shall be allowed for one visit to each chapter grouping per biennium.

(3.) The host chapter(s) shall assume the expense of lodging for the president.

(4.) The president shall be allowed $300 annually for secretarial assistance.

(5.) An annual courtesy fund of $150 shall be allowed.

(6.) The state president’s pin shall be purchased by the state treasurer and shall be presented at the time of her installation.

 B. First Vice-President

(l.) The first vice-president shall be reimbursed for telephone calls, postage, and supplies needed to fulfill her duties.

(2.) Round-trip mileage shall be allowed when the first vice-president, at the president’s request, represents the state organization in the president’s absence.

    C. The second vice-president, secretary, and parliamentarian shall be reimbursed for telephone calls, postage, and supplies needed to fulfill their duties of office.

    D. The treasurer shall receive an annual honorarium of $2,500 and shall be paid one-fourth the annual honorarium at the end of each quarter of the fiscal year.  She shall be reimbursed for telephone calls, postage, and supplies needed to fulfill her duties of office.  The state treasurer shall be bonded for $40,000 by a fidelity bond purchased by the state organization.

    E. The state organization shall supply the Constitution, International Standing Rules, Handbook, State Bylaws, State Standing Rules, State Directory, and The History of Upsilon State, Iowa: 1936-1986 for the president, first vice-president, second vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and parliamentarian.  These materials shall be passed to the successor in each of these offices or positions. 

Section 3. The state organization shall purchase travel accident insurance to cover state officers, the parliamentarian, and area coordinators when traveling on Society business.

ARTICLE VII: MEETINGS

Section 1. Convention Hosts and Sites

B.    The State Executive Board shall maintain a five-year convention schedule by approving, at each state convention, the site and date for the state convention to be held five years hence.

Section 2. State Convention Expenses

A. The state treasurer shall advance to the convention general chairman a working fund of $1,000, which shall be returned to the state treasury following the convention.

B. The state treasurer shall allow the following expenses:

(l.) Initiation of a state honorary member

(2.) Memorial service

(3.) Corsages for the state president and the international guest

(4.) Materials necessary to conduct Society business.

 (5.) Courtesies extended to international guests such as meals, lodging, and gifts.

C. Mileage and lodging shall be allowed for state officers, the parliamentarian, and the immediate past president as provided for in Article VI, Section l, C of the Standing Rules.

D. Mileage and lodging for state chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, the state web master, and the music representative shall be allowed as provided for in Article IX, Section 2 of the Standing Rules.

E.    Round-trip mileage shall be allowed to program panel participants or discussion leaders who do not receive mileage as allowed in Article VII, Section 2, Subsections C and D of the Standing Rules.
F.    Upsilon State shall pay for the banquet meal for each past state president attending the state convention.

G. Round-trip mileage shall be allowed for a nonmember participant unless transportation is provided by a member or chapter.  If convention meals and lodging are necessary, Upsilon State shall, with prior approval of the state president, provide these.

H. All other convention expenses not listed in Upsilon State Standing Rules, Article VII, Section 2, shall be financed by registration fees and meal charges.

I.    Sale of Items

                        (l.) Banquet and luncheon favors, table decorations, or other items may be sold only as authorized by the state president.

(2.) Chapters desiring to sell their Society items at conventions shall submit a proposal for approval to the state president prior to the meeting, listing items for sale with samples and assuring chapter supervision of their displays during the meeting.

J. A late registration fee of fifty per cent (50%) shall be assessed for all registrations received later than fourteen (l4) days prior to the opening of the convention.

K. A processing charge of two dollars ($2.00) shall be retained on all cancellation requests.  Refunds for meals shall be contingent on the resale of the tickets.

Section 3. Business Sessions

A. Minutes and proceedings shall each be recorded for all meetings of the Upsilon State Convention.  These minutes and proceedings shall be microfilmed periodically.  The microfilm shall be preserved in a safety deposit box.

B. The president shall appoint a committee to examine, correct, and approve the minutes and proceedings of the general session before they are distributed to Executive Board members.  The committee shall include the president, parliamentarian, two other officers (excluding the secretary), the immediate past president, and three chapter presidents.  Copies of the minutes and proceedings shall be sent to each member of the State Executive Board and chairmen of standing committees no later than the next president’s mailing following the close of the convention.  Minutes may be read at the next convention for the purpose of information or amendment.
Section 4. Leadership Development Workshops

A. Incoming chapter presidents and incoming chapter membership chairmen shall be allocated twenty-five dollars ($25.00) each for attending all Leadership Development workshops at the Upsilon State Convention.

B. A Friday evening meal shall be provided for incoming chapter presidents, incoming membership chairmen, and members of the Leadership Development team as designated by the state president.

C. Team members shall be reimbursed for workshop materials authorized by the state president. 

Section 5. Visit of the State President to Chapter Area Groups

A. Each area group listed in Upsilon State Standing Rules Article VII: Meetings, Section 1, A, may request a visit by the state president once each biennium.

B.   The state organization shall pay round-trip mileage for one visit by the state president or her designee to each area group once each biennium.

C. When the state president makes an official visit to an area group, the host chapters shall provide lodging if necessary and meals for the president and travel companion during the meeting of the chapters.

ARTICLE VIII: EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section l. Expenses Paid

Round-trip mileage shall be paid to state officers, the state parliamentarian, the immediate past state president, state committee chairmen, the state editor, and the state web master.  If the state music representative is required to participate, she shall be allowed the same mileage.

A.   Lodging, at the rate of l/2 double occupancy, shall be paid for state officers, the state parliamentarian, the immediate past state president, state chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master.

B. At the fall meeting of the State Executive Board, luncheons shall be complimentary for all members of the Executive Board, state chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state webmaster.  The meal shall also be complimentary for the state music representative if she is required to participate.  Other members of state committees, when required to attend committee meetings, shall receive complimentary luncheons and round-trip mileage.  Tax and gratuity shall be paid for all luncheons of those attending.
C. Round-trip mileage shall be allowed for program participants who do not receive mileage as allowed by Article VIII, Section I, Subsection A of the Standing Rules

Section 2. Minutes and Proceedings

A. Minutes and proceedings shall be recorded for meetings of the State Executive Board.  These records shall periodically be microfilmed and shall be preserved in a safety deposit box.

B. The president shall appoint a committee to examine, correct, and approve the minutes and proceedings of the Executive Board sessions before they are distributed to Executive Board members.  The committee shall include the president, the parliamentarian, two other officers, excluding the secretary, the immediate past president, and three chapter presidents.  Copies of the minutes and proceedings shall be sent to each member of the State Executive Board and chairmen of standing committees no later than the next president’s mailing following the meeting.  Minutes may be read at the next meeting of the Executive Board for the purposes of information or amendment.

ARTICLE IX: COMMITTEES

Section l. International Conventions and Northwest Regional Conferences

A. Chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master shall each receive $200 for their attendance after having notified the state president and state treasurer of their intent to attend.

(l.) When the state program chairman or her representative selected by the state president attends the program workshop for incoming program chairmen at the Northwest Regional Conference, she shall receive $300 for her attendance at the workshop and conference.  If the travel distance from Des Moines to the conference site exceeds l,000 air miles round-trip, the program chairman or her designated representative shall receive an additional amount at the rate of ten (10) cents per round-trip air mile, not to exceed $l00.  Additional compensation for attending the program workshop and Regional Conference shall not be paid if the program chairman is also serving as a state officer.

(2.) When the state membership chairman or her representative selected by the state president attends the membership workshop for incoming membership chairmen at the Northwest Regional Conference, she shall receive $300 for her attendance at the workshop and conference.  If the travel distance from Des Moines to the conference site exceeds l,000 round-trip air miles, the membership chairman or her designated representative shall receive an additional amount at the rate of ten (l0) cents per round-trip air mile, not to exceed $l00.  Additional compensation for attending the membership workshop and Regional Conference shall not be paid if the membership chairman or her selected representative is also serving as a state officer.

B. Members who are not state officers or committee chairmen shall each receive $l00 if they are required to participate in the International Convention or in a Regional Conference program as members of International committees and receive no compensation from the International Organization.  Other members, excluding state officers and committee chairmen, who present workshops or other programs shall also each receive $100. 

Section 2. State Meetings

A. Chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master shall receive round-trip mileage for attendance at state conventions and meetings of the State Executive Board.  The state music representative shall also receive round-trip mileage when she is required to participate at a state meeting.

B. Chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master shall be reimbursed for lodging, at the rate of l/2 double occupancy, when in attendance at state conventions and meetings of the State Executive Board.  The state music representative shall receive the same reimbursement when she is required to participate.

C. Chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master shall receive their luncheons at the fall meeting of the State Executive Board.  If the participation of the state music representative is required, her luncheon shall also be paid by the state.  Other members of state committees, if their participation is required, shall receive their luncheons and round-trip mileage for attendance at their committee meetings.

Section 3. Committee Expenses and Materials

A. Round-trip mileage shall be paid to members of standing committees for one committee meeting each year when authorized by the state president.  Additional meetings, if necessary, may be authorized by the state president.

B. Chairmen of standing committees, the state editor, and the state web master shall, upon authorization by the state president, be reimbursed for materials, printing, supplies, postage, telephone calls, and other necessary expenditures.  If a single expenditure exceeds fifty dollars ($50), prior approval by the state president must be obtained.

C. Members of ad hoc committees shall receive round-trip mileage to attend committee meetings authorized by the state president.

D. The state editor shall receive an annual honorarium of $1,500.  One-half the annual honorarium shall be paid after the mailing of the Fall issue of the Upsilon State News Bulletin and the other half of the annual honorarium shall be paid following the mailing of the Spring issue of the Bulletin.  She shall be reimbursed for necessary mailing expenses.

E. Upsilon State shall supply the state editor, the state web master, and chairmen of standing committees with the following resources:  the Constitution, International Standing Rules, Handbook, Upsilon State Bylaws, Upsilon State Standing Rules, the Upsilon State Directory, and The History of Upsilon State, Iowa: 1936-1986.  These materials shall be passed on to the succeeding chairmen, editors, and web masters. 

F. The state webmaster, a member of the Upsilon State Communications Committee, shall receive an annul honorarium of $500.  One-fourth the annual honorarium shall be paid at the end of each quarter of the fiscal year.

G. Upsilon State shall provide a copy of the current Constitution, International Standing Rules, the Upsilon State Bylaws, and the Upsilon State Standing Rules for each member of the Rules Committee.  These materials shall be inventoried by the committee chairman and passed on to the succeeding chairman and committee.

Section 4. The state organization shall purchase travel accident insurance to cover the state editor, state web master, music representative, and chairmen of standing committees when they are traveling on Society business.

ARTICLE X: ACTIVITIES, AWARDS, MEMORIALS

Section l. Upsilon State Scholarships

A. Eighteen (18) six-hundred-dollar ($600) named scholarships may be awarded annually to recipients selected by the Scholarships Committee.  When the annual income to the scholarship fund exceeds ten thousand eight hundred dollars ($10,800), an additional scholarship, unnamed, shall be awarded for each six hundred dollars ($600) of additional income.

B. Applicants for scholarships shall meet the following criteria:

(l.) The applicant shall hold active membership at the time of application and shall have been an active member of Upsilon State for a minimum of three years prior to application.

(2.) The applicant shall be an active participant in her chapter.

(3.) Scholarships may be awarded in consecutive years to an applicant enrolled in a graduate program.  No limit shall be placed on the number of scholarships awarded per member.

C. One or more scholarships, named or unnamed, may be awarded for elder hostels.

D. In the event that there are more qualified applicants than there are scholarships to be awarded, priority shall be given to those who have not received scholarships previously.

E. The application deadline shall be April 15 in the years in which the Upsilon State Convention is held in June. In the years that the convention is in April or May, the deadline shall be March 15.

F. At the state convention, each scholarship recipient shall receive a certificate in lieu of a check.  The state treasurer shall issue the check to each recipient upon receipt of proof of her enrollment in a college or university.

Section 2. Memorial Award Scholarships

A. An eight-hundred-dollar ($800) Memorial Award Scholarship shall be given to a member for study, based on evidence of her service to Delta Kappa Gamma and on recommendation by her chapter.  The number of eight-hundred-dollar ($800) Memorial Award Scholarships to qualified recipients shall be determined by the annual receipts to this fund.  The recipients shall be selected by the Scholarships Committee.

B. Nominees for the Upsilon State Memorial Award Scholarships shall meet the following criteria:

(l.) The nominee shall hold active membership at the time of her nomination and shall have been an active member of Upsilon State for a minimum of five years prior to her nomination.

(2.) The nominee shall be an active participant at the chapter and/or state level at the time of nomination.

C. At the state convention, the recipient shall receive a certificate in lieu of a check.  The state treasurer shall issue the check to the recipient upon receipt of proof of her enrollment in a college or university.

Section 3. International Student Grants

A. Two international women studying at Iowa colleges or universities may each be awarded a grant of $500 per semester.  Additional grants may be awarded as recommended by the World Fellowships Committee and approved by the Executive Board.

B. The total amount of each student’s grant shall be divided to correspond with the divisions of the academic year.  Payment shall be made at the beginning of each period upon receipt of verification of the recipient’s current registration.  If the recipient has received one or more payments prior to the current period, a copy of a transcript for the immediately preceding period denoting satisfactory academic progress shall be submitted with the verification of current registration.  A grant may be continued if recommended by the World Fellowships Committee.

C. Grant recipients may be invited as guests for the state convention, according to the following conditions:

(l.) Transportation shall be provided by the chapter in the area of the student’s enrollment.

(2.) Meals and lodging shall be paid by Upsilon State.

(3.) If a recipient who has attended a convention is selected for a continued grant, she may be invited to attend a second convention if she, a chapter, or another individual wishes to bear the expenses.

 Section 4. Legislation

A. The state organization shall cooperate with other organizations whose legislative activities are compatible with the stated purposes of the Society.

B. The Legislation chairman or her designated representative shall receive round-trip mileage, lodging at the rate of one-half double occupancy, and the cost of registration and meal functions when she represents the state organization at meetings held with other organizations in the state for the purpose of coordinating action concerning the promotion of education and/or the status of women.

C. Registration costs for two members of the Legislation Committee shall be paid when the National Legislative Seminar is held in even-numbered years in Washington, D. C.  If Legislation Committee members are unable to attend, registration costs shall be paid for two attendees designated by the president.

D. The Legislation chairman or her designated representative shall represent Upsilon State on legislation issues in accordance with the legislative platform adopted by the State Executive Board.

E. Legislative action shall be based on a thorough understanding of the basic educational issues involved and shall not support a specific candidate or political party.

F. The State Legislation chairman may officially represent Upsilon State at meetings of the U. S. Forum.

Section 5. Publications

A. The Upsilon State News Bulletin shall be published two times annually.

B. The deadlines for submitting articles to The Upsilon State News Bulletin shall be October 1 and February 1 of each year.

C. A complete state directory of all members shall be published periodically as determined by the Executive Board.  In the interim, a supplement listing current international personnel and chapter presidents shall be published in even-numbered years.  A supplement listing current state officers and committees shall be published in odd-numbered years.

D. The Upsilon State web page shall be maintained by the state web master.

E. The purposes of the web page shall be to make useful, interesting information available to members of Upsilon State, to facilitate communication among members, and to promote visibility of Delta Kappa Gamma within the educational community.

F. The web page shall comply with “The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International Policy for Use of Electronic Communications.”

Section 6. Upsilon State Achievement Award

A. Nominations for the award may be submitted to the Achievement Award Committee by any member or chapter.  Nominations shall be submitted on the nomination form adopted by the State Executive Board. 

B. Nominees for the Achievement Award must meet the following criteria:                                                                                                 (l.) Active membership in Upsilon State a minimum of ten years.

                      (2.) Full-time employment as a professional educator for a minimum of ten (10) years.

                           (3.) Active membership at the time of nomination for the award.

     (4.) Service to Upsilon State for at least six (6) years in two or more of the following capacities: officer, committee chairman, committee member, parliamentarian, or editor.

                     (5.) Attendance at state, regional, and international meetings. 

C. A member shall not be considered for the award while she is serving the state organization in an elective position.  No member may receive the award more than once.

D. Nominations for the award shall be received by the chairman of the Achievement Award Committee by February l5. 

E.   Ballots and resumes for each nominee shall be sent by postal mail or electronic mail to voting members of the State Executive Board by the committee chairman by April l.  Votes must be received by the chairman no later than May l to be considered in the election of a recipient.

F. If there is only one nominee for the award, the candidate must receive four-fifths (4/5) of the ballots cast to receive the award.  If there are at least two candidates, the preferential ballot shall be used.  In case of a tie, the Achievement Award Committee shall make the final decision. 

G. The presentation of the Achievement Award certificate shall be made at the state convention.  The award shall be given to only one member each year.  In a year when no candidate has been nominated for the Achievement Award, it shall not be given.

ARTICLE XII: PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

ARTICLE XIII: AMENDMENTS

Section l. December l of each year shall be the deadline for submitting to the State Rules Committee proposed amendments to the Upsilon State Bylaws and the State Standing Rules.

Section 2. The chairman of the State Rules Committee shall, by March l5, notify those who had proposed amendments to the State Bylaws or the State Standing Rules as to the disposition of their proposals.

Section 3. Upsilon State Standing Rules may be amended in accordance with Article XIII, Section 6 of the Upsilon State Bylaws.
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
