Dear Chapter President

This is a reminder that the Alpha Phi State Convention is quickly approaching and it is time to put together scrapbooks, bulletin and newsletter binders, newspaper clippings, and single displays.   All Entries will be recognized with certificates . . . “Excellence” for those that meet all requirements, and “Participations” for the others.

1. Scrapbooks should be standard sized and must have a theme that relates to the society.  The theme no longer has to be taken from the program manual.  However, you must include a paragraph explaining your theme and how your chapter carried it out.  You may use our president’s theme or a rose, title or line from a song or poem, literacy, volunteerism, etc.  The title page should include the name of the chapter, the year, and the location (city or county) of the chapter.  (Stating the location is now a requirement).  Newspaper articles (or quality photocopies) about the activities of Individual member (with members’ name underlined in red or highlighter) go in the scrapbook.  Please note the change in #8 under scrapbook contents. The contents may now be in chronological order.

2. The newsletters are interesting to others because of the information about chapter meetings and personal notes such as weddings, births, illnesses, trips, or celebrations.

3. The newspaper clippings book includes newspaper articles about chapter activities (Not about individual members).  The articles do not have to be mounted on white paper . . . any color will do.  Please note:  Due to the acid in articles, quality photocopies of the articles may be used to aid in preserving them.

4. The single display should be no larger than 48” by 48” and should stand-alone or be placed on an easel.  It should contain pictures and an explanation of any project your chapter has done.  Subjects could include the chapters work in literacy, help after a disaster, aiding a needy school, a Founders’ Day program, etc.

Copies of the guideline for the four categories are on the web and in the packet mailed to your chapter president.  The Deadline is April 1.  Please include the name of at least one member of your chapter who would be willing to help with judging if needed.  It is a great way to see how innovative members can be and to get ideas for future entries.  

The four entries need to turned in to the display no later than 9:00 am on Saturday Morning.
