Available Scholarships
· (2) Gertrude Roberts Scholarship ($1000) for Doctoral or Post-Doctoral Study

· (2) State Founders Scholarship ($1000) for Doctoral or Post-Doctoral Study

· (2) Past State Presidents Scholarship ($750) for Master’s Degree Study

· (2) Master’s Degree Plus Scholarship ($600) for credit hours beyond a Master’s Degree

· (2) Professional Workshop/Seminar Scholarship ($100) for attendance at an Educational Conference

Minimum Requirements
· Applicant must be a member of a chapter of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International in Alpha Phi Sate for at least two years

· Applicant for the Gertrude Roberts Scholarship and the State Founder’s Scholarship must have completed a Master’s Degree and must be doing Doctoral study or Post-Doctoral study. 

· Applicant for the Past State Presidents Scholarship must be enrolled in a program leading to a Master’s Degree

· Applicant must meet reasonable standards for general health, personality, scholarship, professional services, and other evidence of potential for future service to education and to The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International. 

Application Procedures
· Applicant must submit applications on forms provided in this information packet or found online at The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International website by going to deltakappagamma.net, click on “Links of Interest” on the left, then click on “State Websites” and scroll down to “West Virginia.” The scholarship application and guidelines can be found under “Forms/Links.” The application can then be saved and completed. 

· Three copies of the application and letters of reference must reach the Alpha Phi State Scholarships Chairman no later than February 1, 2009. Applications and reference letters may be emailed to the chairman. If submitted electronically the February 1st deadline applies. 

· References should be individuals qualified to speak specifically about character, personality, ability, and scholarship. Two professional references (at least one of them a current co-worker) should be included as references and one personal reference. 

· Applications should be accompanied by a small recent photograph which could be used for publicity purposes in the Alpha Phi State Newsette. 

· Applicants must provide an official transcript(s) as a record of all college work showing courses and grades. 

· INCOMPLETE OR LATE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED FOR AWARDS.
Conditions of Acceptance
· Within two weeks after the successful candidate is notified of her selection as a scholarship recipient, she must notify the chairman of the Alpha Phi State Scholarships Committee of her acceptance or rejection of the award and is expected to attend the Presidents Banquet at the Alpha Phi State Convention to accept her award. (The expense of the banquet is the recipient’s responsibility.)

· During the time the award is held, the recipient shall send the chairman of the Alpha Phi State Scholarships Committee a report of progress at the close of her unit of work. This information shall be reported at the state convention. 

· The Alpha Phi State Scholarships Committee regards the acceptance of a scholarship as creating a contract requiring the fulfillment of the foregoing acceptance. 

Approval of Recipients
· The Alpha Phi State Scholarships Committee will present the names of the recipients to the Alpha Phi State President for approval. The names of the recipients will be announced at the state convention. 

Payment to Recipients of Scholarships
· The payment to the recipient of a scholarship will be made by the Alpha Phi State Treasurer.
